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Smoke Threatens Horse Health

As illustrated by recent wildfires in Southern California, smoke and related air pollution from wildfires pose serious health problems for horses, as well as people, notes an equine veterinarian at the UC Davis School of Veterinary Medicine.

Smoke is an unhealthy combination of carbon dioxide, carbon monoxide, soot, hydrocarbons and other organic substances. Smoke particulates, which are a mixture of solid particles and liquid droplets in the air, irritate horses' eyes and respiratory tracts, and hamper their breathing.

"Owners should limit their horses' activity when smoke is visible," said veterinary professor John Madigan. "It's also important to provide them with plenty of fresh water, which keeps airways moist and helps the horse clear inhaled particulates."


Because horses drink most of their water within two hours after eating hay, it's especially important to provide the water close to their feeders. To minimize the horse's exposure to dust, which can cause further irritation, owners should feed dust-free hay or actually soak the hay in water before giving it to the horse, Madigan suggests.

If the horse is having difficulty breathing, a veterinarian should be brought in to make sure the horse has not developed a bacterial infection accompanied by bronchitis or pneumonia.

It may take four to six weeks for smoke-induced damage to heal, during which time the horse should not be exercised. Premature exercise may aggravate the condition, delaying healing and compromising the horse's performance for many weeks or months.

"If the horse has further smoke-related problems, such as persistent cough, nasal discharge, fever, or labored breathing, the owner should contact a veterinarian, who may prescribe respiratory medications such as bronchial dilators or other treatments that will hydrate the horse's airway passages and reduce inflammation," Madigan said. "The veterinarian also may recommend tests to determine whether a secondary bacterial infection is contributing the horse's respiratory problems."

HAWAII HORSE EXPO 2009


In August, Chris Mayer and I attended the Hawaii Horse Expo that was held in Waimea and benefited the Hawaii Island Humane Society.  The event featured clinicians and speakers:  Dr. Robert Miller, DVM [Equine Behavior & Safety]; Dale Myler [Myler Bits]; Jack Brainard [Advanced Horsemanship]; Tim Flach [photographer, the Human and Animal Bond]; Rick Lamb [moderator and speaker]; and Lester Buckley [Natural Horsemanship].  


Chris and I signed up for a package deal that included transportation from our hotel in Kona to and from the expo in Waimea as well as several social events with the clinicians and speakers.  This made for quite an “up close and personal” opportunity to speak with the clinicians as we shared a van with many of them.  It would be difficult to accurately capture all the lessons learned and information presented so we decided on “sound bytes” to describe what each speaker or clinician said that really stood out.  For instance, Rick Lamb, from the RFD “The Horse Show” [http://www.thehorseshow.com/] program, presented “Finding Flicka,” a guide to pairing the right horse and rider.  He stressed the importance of safety when selecting a horse, saying it’s not a good idea for an inexperienced rider to purchase a green horse, “Green on green equals black and blue.”  Dale Myler [http://www.mylerbitsusa.com/] spoke on the effects of bits on the horse’s tongue and palate and how to find the correct bit for the job.  His sticking quote was “Bits don’t train horses; people train horses.”  

Dr. Robert Miller, DVM [http://www.robertmmiller.com/] lectured on foal imprinting and desensitizing a horse and stressed, “You can’t do too many repetitions but you can do too few.”  Dr. Miller said people often stop too soon in the process, setting themselves up for bigger problems later.  Jack Brainard [http://www.jackbrainard.com/] conducted a riding clinic on introductory “Cowboy Dressage,” where he explained the importance of controlling all aspects of the horse’s movements, starting with the head, neck, shoulder, and feet and to not move to one area before mastering the first.  He emphasized, “You have got to put in the time to properly train your horse.”  


Lester Buckley [http://www.buckleysporthorses.com/] presented a slide and video show on understanding horse behavior.  He said, “Understanding the nature of the horse is the beginning of harmony.”  Mr. Buckley is a local natural horseman in Hawaii.  Finally, we were treated to an amazing photographic show by Tim Flach [http://www.timflach.com/] who just finished a photo journal on horses “from the ass to the zebra” in his book, “Equus.”  Mr. Flach discussed the horse and human bond, “Humanizing the animal creates the human to animal bond.”


Vendors, clinicians, and speakers donated items to the Horse Expo to benefit the Hawaii Island Humane Society [http://www.hihs.org/].  Chris and I were able to browse the vendor booths between seminars.  On Sunday morning, there was a horse/animal blessing ceremony where participants brought pieces of their horses’ tails to be attached to sacred tea leaves, trimmed and woven to resemble the tail.  We brought the tail hair as well as a little tuft of Rocky’s [Chris’s barn cat] fur for the ceremony.


At the conclusion of the Expo, Nancy Jones, the organizer of the event, invited everyone who participated to a “wrap party,” with the clinicians and speakers at a Waimea restaurant.  The following Monday, we attended a luau with the clinicians and Nancy Jones.  We made some new friends, gained insights to speakers we didn’t know before, and took away a sense of connection with them.  In this respect, to paraphrase Tim Flach’s perspective, “humanizing respected clinicians creates the seeker to teacher bond.”
