      The weather was beautiful, and the day started off with a spectacular reining demonstration by Kimmy Ferrante, World Show Res. Champion Youth. Kathie Ferrante, with two World Titles, gave us a dazzling working cow horse demonstration. 

      We then split into two groups: Kathie Ferrante held the reining clinic in the large arena, while George Ferrante guided me and several others in a smaller arena in basic horsemanship. I thoroughly enjoyed George’s wit, humor, and honesty. He took the time to hear from everyone in his group: their name, horse’s name and age, at what stage we were at with our horse, and what we were hoping to accomplish at the clinic. 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Billy Crystal's beloved horse, Beechnut, recently died at the age of 27 – and the comedian remembers him fondly as a good friend and companion.  "Beechnut was, in a way, one my best friends," Crystal, 60, tells PEOPLE. "He was incredibly human in his instincts."  Crystal first met the horse on the set of his 1991 comedy City Slickers, which filmed in New Mexico. After the shoot, Crystal couldn't help but keep the horse. "It was an on-location romance," he says of their bond. "I wasn't sure I wanted to continue it after I finished the shoot [but] there he was with a ribbon around his neck."  The comedian also famously rode the horse on stage at 1991's Academy Awards, which he hosted, as part of a tribute to that year's best picture winner, Dancing with Wolves.  "It was like driving a Porsche," Crystal recalls of riding his horse. "He was so athletic and great." In recent years, "I would go and sit and read and he would graze in the background," says Crystal. "He’d always put his head on my shoulder. It was an affectionate, unusual relationship I had with this incredible horse."  Unfortunately, though, Beechnut fell ill and "was suffering," Crystal says. He was put down on Nov. 16.  "He was a great friend and a great athlete," the comedian says. "I'm glad I had him in my life."
