Below are some comments we received from people who answered the questionnaire.

1. What did you think of the 2009 show format? The overwhelming response was “I
thought the format was great.” But we did receive one “ Could be better.”

2. What did you like? “Open classes’; “1 liked having the English and Western separate’;
“1 liked al the different classes’; “Loved the more over fences classes!”; “ we show English/
Western so it was nice not having to worry about tack changes and bringing a dozen horses
to one show”; and “relaxed environment, people were nice and friendly.”

3. What did you dislike? “I did not like having trail in the big arena”; “the days were very
long”; and “age breaks.”

4. Would you like to continue with thisformat for the 2010 season? “No”; and the
remaining respondents would like to continue with this format.

5. What would you change? “Age breaks like AQHA”; “1% and 2"Y ear Green Division;”
“Maybe have alunch truck”; and “add a warm-up trail class.”
