The normal horse consumes 5-15 
gallons of water per day and much is lost through 
sweating.  Potassium, chloride, and sodium; salts 
essential for natural electrolyte balance is lost 
through sweating.  Depletion of the horse’s 
natural electrolyte balance can cause lethargy, 
muscle stiffness, and colic symptoms.  Usually 
providing fresh cool water prevents dehydration.  
However, in hot and/or humid conditions, any 
horse can become potentially dehydrated 
especially if you factor in light to intense work or 
where the horse gets unusually stressed.  Most 
offer salt blocks to encourage adequate water 
consumption.  Some horses actually chomp off 
chunks so salt blocks aren’ t the best solution for 
everyone.   
      And, although salt blocks encourage water 
consumption, they may not be able to replenish all 
the salts and minerals lost when a horse sweats.  
That’s when using equine electrolytes come into 
play.  There are several kinds on the market 
geared for the type of work the horse does, i.e., 
eventing, showing, jumping, trail riding, etc.  We 
found “Duralyte-A”  to meet the needs of our 
exhibitors’  horses because it is formulated for all 
levels of work to help maintain normal body 
fluids, salts, and minerals.  Our horse show “prize 
patrol”  purchased a substantial quantity of the 5-
pound canisters of Duralyte-A at a reduced cost so 
it could be given as first place awards at our 
September show.
