Corral 118 does not profit
from the membership dues because we only get 20 percent, basically just enough to cover
the insurance cost. With the increased insurance premium, we would lose money on the
family membershipsif we didn’t increase the dues.

Our corral will continue to put on the best darn events ever! Terry Simon and Terri
Meadows (“T ‘n T”) are busily stretching our budget dollars to find great first place awards
aswell asday-end prizes. Terry Simon’s raffle baskets were a huge hit at the banquet and
the generously donated items made this first fundraiser a successful one!' A big “ THANK

(Especially
potent if infected from miniature equines).
